Procedural Order No. 4

I. Background

1. This Procedural Order deals with the Parties’ Requests for Document Production,
simultaneously exchanged by the Parties on November 7, 2024, along with their
respective Objections and Replies.

2. These proceedings are conducted in accordance with the ICSID Arbitration Rules in
force as of July 1, 2022 and with the procedures set out in Procedural Order No. 1.

5. None of the rulings on the document requests shall be taken as a decision on any of the
contentions of the Parties on the jurisdictional objections, or on the merits.
